	Pre activity 1
	· JTE and ALT present a conversation: What is your favourite movie?

· Teachers ask students to share their favourite movies with the class.

	Main activity 

Model Conversation Demonstration and Practise 
	· Teachers explain that Kaito and John are talking about how they should spend time in the afternoon. 

· Teachers conduct role-play to demonstrate the model conversation.

· Teachers ask the students some questions about the conversation.

· Does Kaito want to watch a horror movie?

· Does John want to watch a horror movie?

· What is John’s favourite type of movie? 

· Where are they going this afternoon?

· Teachers give the students the worksheet and instruct the students to read aloud the conversation in exercise 1. 

· Teachers introduce different genres of movies.
· Students do ‘jan ken’ and decide which role each person will take (1st or 2nd speaker). 
· Teachers instruct the students to fill in the blanks in exercise 2 with appropriate words/phrases. Students should write down their favourite movie / movie genre. 

· The students have 5 minutes to discuss, fill in the blanks, memorise and practise the conversation.
· After 5 minutes, the students stand up to read aloud the conversation (without referring to their worksheet).

· Next, 2 pairs form a group. Each pair will take turn to read their conversation. The other pair will listen / help them if they forget any words.
